Therefore, the ill-wishers of Islam and the revolution, through
soft war against the family, try to disrupt the Islamic system from
achieving their cultural goals. The enemies try to challenge each family
member in some way, considering their role in the family, and achieve
their desired result by using different ways. This is where identifying
the tools of soft war for families and teaching strategies that should not
be used to confront soft war can vaccinate the foundation of the family
against possible danger and minimize its damage.

Y. Literature Review

¥. Methodology

¢, Findings

One of the most sacred centers, the destruction of which is considered
one of the important goals of the enemies of Islam in the soft war, is the
family center. The enemies of the soft war have started a full-scale war
so that they can target the main center, namely Islamic families, to
destroy it and weaken the comprehensive Islamic belief, and by
promoting corruption and unbridledness, take away the spirit of jihad,
struggle, sacrifice and martyrdom from the militant Muslim nations and
once again dominate their destiny. The enemies of Islam are constantly
trying to plot and design a plan to infiltrate the Muslim society. By
carefully examining and studying the teachings of the Holy Quran in
the first stage, codes were extracted. In the next stage, by continuously
combining and comparing the codes, eleven sub-categories were
formed and after examining and characterizing the components, five
main categories were designed, including individualism, fashionism,
extravagance and consumerism, showiness and display, and cultural
self-destruction. To systematically conduct the content analysis steps,
MaxQD software, which is a qualitative analysis software, was used.
The unit of analysis in this study is the reflection of soft war on the
family from the perspective of the teachings of the Holy Quran.

¢, Discussion and Conclusion
In the social system of Islam, the institution of the family is the core of
the formation of an Islamic society. The formation of a family and
efforts for this purpose are also emphasized and approved. Since the
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enemy has realized, based on experience, that changing the system
and public opinion can no longer be achieved by methods such as
military war and force; he has designed a soft war and spread the
thought of liberal democracy. Therefore, on this basis, the primary
themes (individualism, individualism, mortality, instability,
extravagance, waste, abuse, self-adornment, revealing, burning
identity and self-disbelief) and organizing themes (individualism,
isolation, fleeting life, worldly appearance, waste, waste,
extravagance, self-decoration, self-show, self-forgetfulness and lack of
self-belief) were obtained. By combining and merging eleven
organizing themes that are close to each other, five comprehensive
themes were extracted, including individualism, fashionism,
extravagance and consumerism, display and display, and cultural self-
destruction with an emphasis on the teachings of the Holy Quran.
