5. Discussion

Regarding the first research question, which is to identify the dimensions
and components of the concept of guidance, after three coding stages,
five main categories were obtained, including factors for realizing the
guidance process, the nature of the guidance process, obstacles to
realizing the guidance process, those eligible and excluded from
guidance, and the effects related to guidance. Each of these categories
included a set of components that were mentioned in detail. In the
category of factors for realizing the guidance process (including 7 axial
codes and 52 open codes) and the nature of the guidance process
(including 6 axial codes and 18 open codes), they had the highest
frequency, and the other categories were in the next levels. In relation
to the second part of the question, which included explaining the
educational arguments for the concept of guidance in the country's
police force and religious education, the researcher proceeded to
explain based on the text of the Holy Quran and the components of
guidance that appeared in the initial part of the question.

6. Conclusioa

The results of this study show that obstacles to guidance in military
outposts are strongly related to direct effects on the effectiveness of
soldiers in performing their duties. In this regard, religious education
is introduced as one of the important and effective tools in improving
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the insight and awareness of soldiers. In the following, the findings and
results of this study will be analyzed.
